Here's what we're doing the week of November 7th: 

 

Kindergarten - Continuing learning about our four different voices and making a "gallery" of what they look 

like to us (TEKS: K.1a, K.1b, K.2a, K.3b, K.4a, K.4b) 

 

1st Grade – Creating patterns with high and low pitches, and short and long sounds, using our voices and 

bodies in playing “The Steady Beat Spy!” (TEKS: 1.1a, 1.1b, 1.1c, 1.2a, 1.3a, 1.5a, 1.5b, 1.6a) 

 

2nd Grade - Continuing to explore beat vs. rhythm with the song "Bate, Bate" – using instruments to help 

us write our own patterns! (TEKS: 2.1b, 2.1c, 2.2a, 2.2b, 2.3a, 2.3b, 2.5a, 2.5b, 2.5c, 2.6a) 

 

3rd Grade – We’ll continue to work on our PTA Program…ON STAGE!  Thursday night is our big 

show…and the Night of Thanks!!! 

 

4th Grade – We continue to learn about and play RECORDERS!!!  We’ll even start the process for 

earning recorder belts this week!!! (TEKS: 4.1b,4.3a) 

 

5th Grade – We continue to learn about and play RECORDERS!!!  We’ll even start the process for 

earning recorder belts this week – and even get your very own song packet!!!
